In early March while on board a Moorings Catamaran, 

Island Time,  in the British Virgin Islands someone asked, 

"Which way does the needle go when I turn the wheel?"  

Since then, I've been struggling to come up with a good 

answer that doesn't make it sound much more complex 

than it really  is.  The reason is that left and right are very 

ambiguous terms on a boat.  That's why we use the terms 

Port and Starboard.  If you stand at the mast and face 

toward the front of the boat (the bow), port is to your left 

and starboard is to your right.  If you turn around and 

face the back of the boat (the stern), port is to your right 

and starboard is to your left.  So when you say port or 

starboard, no matter who you are talking to or which way 

they are facing, everyone will be referring to the same 

side.  John Currier taught me that "why do we say port 

and starboard" the first time I crewed for him and it 

helped me a lot.  If you take that wind indicator dial on 

Island Time and put a clock face on it where 12 is at the 

top (toward the bow), 3 is on starboard (to the right), 6 is 

at the bottom (toward the stern) and 9 is on port (to the 

left) and think of the needle as the hour hand of the 

clock, then the following is always true *regardless of 

where the needle is pointing*.   

 

Turning the boat to port (to the left) will make the needle 

turn in a clockwise direction around the dial.  Turning the 

boat to starboard (to the right) will make the needle turn 

in an anti-clockwise direction around the dial.  That's as 

simple as I can make that.   

 

If I were to explain it only in terms of left and right, then 

each quadrant of the dial would have it's own set of rules 

and it would sound way more complex than it is.  I've only 

been on one other boat that I can recall having this dial 

on it.  That is Ernie's boat, Encore Encore.  .   

But the Windex that is on almost every boat that we sail 

on tells the exact same information and works the exact 

same way. The only difference is that we are looking up at 

it from underneath, like looking up through the bottom of 

a see through watch.  Besides the left/right issue, the 

other reason I had trouble explaining it simply, using left/

right,  is that I *only* think of it in terms of "heading up" 

and "heading down".  That adds a level of complexity to 

the explanation, but it's the way you will hear the com-

mands on 

racing sail-

boats and 

most cruis-

ing sail-

boats.   

When the 

needle is 

pointing any-

where be-

tween 6:01 

and 11:59 

(the port/

left half of 

the dial) the wind is hitting the port side of the boat first, 

so you are on port tack, and:  

Turning the boat to port (the left) is heading up. 

Turning the boat to starboard (the right) is heading down. 

 When the needle is pointing anywhere between 12:01 

and 5:59 (the starboard/right half of the dial) the wind is 

hitting the starboard side of the boat first, so you are on 

starboard tack, and: 

 Turning the boat to starboard (the right) is heading up. 

Turning the boat to port (the left) is heading down. 

 

A point of clarification, that you shouldn't get too hung up 

on for the purpose of this discussion, is that being on port 

or starboard tack is *officially* defined a bit differently 

than I have above.  But that's another discussion for an-

other day.
